Manager=s Report


l. Fall Membership Totals. Total Membership Income now stands at $297,823 compared to $365,637 raised by this point last year. To date we have registered 922 members among our web listeners ($95,800) compared to the Fall 2007 figure of 1,128 members ($116,842). Total number of members to date for Fall 2008 are 2,079 with an average gift of $143 compared to last fall with 2,395 members with an average gift of $152. Brass Pass memberships in Fall 2008 were down to 262 from 428 in the Fall 2007 campaign. Over Pass memberships also fell to 51 from 65 for same the period. 
2. 3-Day Power Drive.  On December 3rd through 5th, WWOZ held an On-Air Membership "Power" Drive with a goal to increase the number of station members. The Drive was successful, garnering 269 additional members and more than $55,000 in contributions. The breakout is as follows: New Members in-town: 50, New Members out-of-town: 39, Renewing Members in-town: 107, Renewing Members out-of-town: 60 and 13 were Gift Memberships. The 269 memberships included, 124 Brass Pass Memberships: 28 New Brass Passes Holders, 90 Renewing Brass Pass Holders. Of those 124 Brass Passes, 54 were Brass Pass Holders out-of-town and 70 were in-town.





3 LETA Grant.  On December 3, 2008, WWOZ received a grant of $14,286 from the Louisiana Educational Television Authority. The funds are unrestricted and will be applied to operations.
4. Zitrin Foundation. On November 11, 2008 WWOZ received a gift of $,1000 from the Zitrin Foundation for use in the general funds.

5. WWOZ Social Aid & Pleasure Club. Fundraiser Mary Liz Keevers announced that two new members have joined the WWOZ Social Aid and Pleasure Club – the Mystik Krewe and John Williams.





6. Underwriting. During the period November 11th through December 10th, the WWOZ Underwriting Department reports that it collected $3,129 from station sponsors.
7. WWOZ Jazz & Heritage 2nd Annual Holiday Bazaar. From 9 am ‘til 4 pm, on Saturday, December 13th, the New Orleans Jazz & Heritage Festival Foundation and WWOZ will hold its 3rd
Annual Holiday Bazaar at the Foundation’s offices, 1205 North Rampart Street. This event will provide local music fans with an opportunity to pick up one-of-a-kind mementos for their holiday shopping.

10. Web Editor Hire. On December 1, 2008, Mike Kobrin was named WWOZ’s Web Editor. Mike brings an impressive array of editing, writing, music and technical skills and contacts to WWOZ.  We are pleased to have him on board and expect him to start making substantial contributions to WWOZ’s Internet presence right away.
