General Manager's Report

1. New Orleans Jazz & Heritage Festival Foundation Grant. On June 8, 2009, the New Orleans Jazz & Heritage Festival Foundation delivered a Development Grant check to WWOZ for $200,000. The Foundation also awarded WWOZ $35,000 to underwrite marketing and promotion of Foundation programs and activities.
2. Ruth U. Fertel Foundation.  WWOZ received a check from the Ruth U. Fertel Foundation on June 24, 2009. The amount of the award was $5,000 and is dedicated to underwriting research and reporting on music instruction in the schools as part of WWOZ’s Street Talk program.
3. Annual Domestic Corporation Report. On July 14, 2009, WWOZ filed its Annual Domestic Corporation Report with the State of Louisiana.  
4. Underwriting. Bookkeeper Monica Landry reported that WWOZ received $21,337 cash for program sponsorship since the last Board meeting on June 10, 2009.
5. Audit. On June 18, 2008, Ms. Landry met with Regina Roby of the accounting firm, LaPorte, Sehrt, Romig and Hand to review open items and reconciliation procedures, in anticipation of the FYE 09 audit. 
6. Public Radio Development and Marketing Conference. From July 7th – 11th, Membership Director Crystal Gross, Assistant Molly Cobb and On-Air Fund Drive Producer and Sales Representative Carmen Post attended a conference in San Diego, California hosted by the Development Exchange, an organization that provides training and goal-setting for public radio fundraisers.
7. Jazz & Heritage Center Facility Use Plan. General Manager David Freedman has attended three meetings during the month of June to discuss with other Foundation Board Members, Advisory Council Members and Staff plans for the future use of the recently acquired Jazz & Heritage Center, next door to the 1205 N. Rampart Street location. In addition, WWOZ Staff members Maryse Dejean, Damond Jacob, Tony Guillory and Ariana Hall have met with project architects from the firm of Eskew, Demuz, Ripple.
8. NOJ&HFF/WWOZ Website Meeting. On Thursday, June 18, 2009 WWOZ’s Web Team, including Ariana Hall, Ian Johnson and Will Kirchheimer, met with Zande+Newman Design representatives Geoff Coats and Ben Gauslin. Scott Aiges and David Freedman also attended. The participants agreed that there were a number of areas where the two groups could join forces for a more effective and economic use of resources. Areas of possible collaboration include sharing WWOZ’s fundraising database application (Convio), sales of Foundation and Festival merchandise on the WWOZ Swamp Shop, and enhancing the new Talent Database with components of WWOZ’s artist database. 
9. Studio Rewiring. During the first week of July, WWOZ Engineers Damond Jacob and Tony Guillory completed a total re-wiring of the station’s Internet infrastructure, adding BPN firewall protection along with two new gigabyte switches, one for each of two networks.
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10. Website.  Website Director Ariana Hall reported that the WWOZ Web team has finished phase one of the Google Applications installation, aided engineering in building a new Internet infrastructure, began the Surdna development project to enhance WWOZ’s live music calendar and started the data migration from Get Active to Convio.

Times-Picayune. In the July 9, 2009 Living Section of the Times-Picayune, WWOZ General Manager David Freedman was pictured with Luther Gray, Deacon John Moore, Auseklis Ozols and Mario Villa as part of those honored at the 2009 Community Arts Award Reception hosted by the Arts Council of New Orleans in the Grill Room at the Windsor Court Hotel (May 7, 2009).
Perpetual Care by James Nolan. In the title story of a collection of short stories, WWOZ provided the basis for the bizarre plot line in which the WWOZ broadcast is heard coming from a tomb in Saint Louis No. 3 cemetery. The following is an excerpt from the farce:
“Hello, WWOZ, New Orleans’ jazz and heritage station. Travis Refuge on the air. Do you have a request?” Travis cradled the receiver between ear and shoulder as he began to line up CD’s for his Afro-Caribbean program. “You hear WWOZ coming out of where? Out what tomb? No, we don’t have no transmitters down in there. What are you talking about man?....
….“Man from the cemetery call up,” he blurted out to Shantrell Cousin, a Creole administrator tiptoeing through the sound studio with a file under her arm, “to say WWOZ being broadcast from a tomb. Say he sit there on the stoop of that tomb and hear me talking and the music I playing. Say he think the silver filling in this boy teeth they bury yesterday picking up the radio signals or something.”
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
